To play a dice game fairly.
	Ask the children number problems to use the skills, the answers could be written on a whiteboard or given verbally.
	Play Pirate Mania is a game like Beetle Throw the dice and draw a body part. The first person to make the pirates face is the winner. Any number of people can play. The first to finish their pirate face shouts
